Backyard Ecosystem Bird Poster Project
Due Wednesday May 17, 2017

40 point project (10 points for each bird)

You will randomly choose four of the remaining 20 birds from our backyard bird list.  On a poster, provided for you, you will be creating a poster that names, illustrates and describes the characteristics of your four birds.  On the front of the poster you will divide it into 4 equal sections/corners.  In each corner you will provide information to better understand the life of your particular birds.  The goal is to be able to display your poster and be able to quickly and clearly identify your four birds that we may see in our backyards here in Michigan as we” gallery-walk” by your poster.

Your poster should include the following for each bird:

Typed and attached information of the following on the poster:
1. Name (everyday and latin names) and 2-3 sentences brief description of size of your bird (size, color, behavior, etc.)  (2 points)
2. Visiting: When does it come to Michigan (here all year, migrate)… if migrates when and where to… 

( 1 point)
3. Male versus females: (describe same or different looking?).  Have a color picture identifying male and the female. (1.5 points)
4.  Nesting: Where does it like to nest?  Size of the nest?  What does it make its nest out of? (1.5 points)  

5. Eggs:  what do the eggs look like (color and size)?  How many eggs usually? (include color picture)
 (1 point)
6. Juveniles:  What do they look like? (include a color picture)   How long until they mature? (1.5 points)
7. Give three facts, in sentence format about this bird, that would be interesting to know.  (1.5 points)
