Course Description:  This course is designed to inform students about the ecosystem around their homes and community.  The students will be introduced to a variety of flying animals including birds, bats and insects.  This includes learning their anatomy, particular calls and their relationship to the botanical flora around them.  In addition, students will learn about plant botany and landscape design for their backyard and for the community.  Engineering projects may include, but are not limited to, bird and bat house design and construction, greenhouse planting, butterfly way stations and landscape design around LSHS and the surrounding community.

In addition, as time permits, there may be selected topics from other chapters.  High school benchmarks for constructing and reflecting are incorporated into all chapters.
Topics to cover:  Types of Plants such as Grasses, Trees, Flowers, Gardens/Landscapes, Fertilizers, Invasive Species, Flying Animals/Birds and Bats, Flying Insects
Hope to have 2-3 guest speakers: Landscaping/Gardens, Birds, Bird houses/Bat Houses, Butterfly houses
Hybrid:  This class will start as a hybrid class.  Currently the plan is to meet on 4 of the 5 school days when research for projects are taking place.  Typically our hybrid day will be Wednesdays, but this may change as needed.  The day that we do not meet as a hybrid will be considered a research day.  Students are responsible to complete their work on time.  Students can still attend class to do research on these hybrid days or work independently to get their research and project done. To use the hybrid days, you MUST have an 83% or above for the marking period.  Note: 82% is not equal to 83%.
